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President’s Message

Dear Friends of AMIGOS, veterans,
volunteers, and parents:

In preparing for this year's recruiting
season, | have been thinking about what
makes AMIGOS unique from the other summer
abroad experiences available to students.
Between foreign exchange programs, summer
language schools and church-sponsored
building projects, today's students have many
choices. What distinguishes AMIGOS from the
crowd?

First, the typical AMIGOS volunteer
journeys to a small rural town in need of
development assistance. Many foreign
exchange programs send students to live with
wealthy families in large urban areas. In
AMIGOS, the volunteer experiences life as
much of the world does, often living in houses
without cement floors, indoor plumbing or
reliable electricity. Small town life, however,
offers the possibility of developing close family
ties and personal friendships, of being a
significant part of a community that embraces
the volunteer.

Second, AMIGOS is a true language
immersion experience. Neither the host family
nor any members of the community are likely
to speak any English.  Church-sponsored
building trips often involve a group of
volunteers who speak English among
themselves, lessening the need to truly learn
the language. AMIGOS volunteers usually
return from their summer abroad with excellent
conversational Spanish or Portuguese.
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Third, AMIGOS volunteers plan and
implement a meaningful, community based
development project. Volunteers meet with their
town leaders, decide what is most needed, and
work to accomplish that goal. AMIGOS
volunteers develop initiative and leadership skills
while providing a service to their community that
is truly valuable and worthwhile. No summer
language school can make such a claim

Finally, AMIGOS has been sending young
adult volunteers to Latin America for 40 years.
AMIGOS has an outstanding record of safety, a
loyal group of veteran volunteers, an expanding
base of new volunteers, and an experienced
staff.

The AMIGOS experience is truly unique.
Despite the plethora of choices for today's
students, it will remain at the top of the list for
those who want to combine a meaningful
community service experience with language
immersion, and leadership  development.
Participating in AMIGOS changes the lives of
many volunteers, giving them new skills and a
new perspective on the world.
